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 I am pleased to report that the 2010 disbursement from the Caring for Tomorrow Endowment  
was made recently.  The Foundation Board of Directors presented $325,000 to Maureen Solecki,  Pres-
ident and CEO of Grey Bruce Health Services at its meeting on March 22nd. 
 
 I’d like to update you on what the Caring for Tomorrow Endowment Fund has accomplished 
this past year through this Endowment Annual Report. 
 
 The Endowment grew in a significant way again in 2010.  A total of $338,690 of new capital 
was added to the Fund over the course of the year.  In December, the Foundation received a wonderful  
bequest gift from the Estate of Diana Sherry Fleming.  Mrs. Fleming volunteered throughout the      
hospital over many years and was a faithful supporter of the Foundation since its inception.  A new 
special purpose fund for Critical Care was created in her memory to recognize her significant          
contribution to the Hospital and to countless patients. 
 
 Year after year, the Endowment impacts hospital care in a very real way.  Its earnings help 
introduce new technology, enhance diagnostic capabilities, improve patient safety and more.  More 
than 100,000 patients from all across Grey and Bruce receive better care.  Gifts to the Fund truly 
are investments in better health care.  I hope you are as excited as we are to see your investment 
working hard!

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On March 22, 2011 the Owen Sound Regional Hospital Foundation presented $325,000 to Maureen 
Solecki, President & CEO of Grey Bruce Health Services.  “This represents the proceeds from our  
Caring for Tomorrow Endowment for 2010,” said Chair of the Foundation’s Planned Giving and       
Endowment Committee, Doug Grace.  The money will help the hospital purchase medical equipment 
and provide education and training for staff. 

 
The Foundation directs a portion of the annual 

income earned by the Endowment to the Hospital as 
part of its overall contribution.  Some of the income 
is retained to enable the Fund to keep pace with    
inflation and retain purchasing power. 

 
In part, the Hospital will purchase 60 new wheel-

chairs, nurse call systems for its Women & Child-
care and Rehab Units, a portable spirometer for Crit-
ical Care and more.  $7,300 from the disbursement 
was designated for continuing education and training 
of nurses and other clinical staff. 

 
$338,690 was added to the Endowment during 

2010.  The Fund grows in two ways.  “The Board directs a portion of “undesignated” legacy gifts re-
ceived to the Endowment” said Grace.  Donors may also designate donations to the Fund if they choose 
to support the future of the Hospital.  Named funds can be established with $50,000 or more.  Named 
Funds supporting a special purpose or hospital      department can be established with $100,000 or 
more.  Disbursements from the Fund form part of the Foundation’s annual support for the Hospital. 

 
Of the $325,000 disbursement, the Emerging Needs Fund contributed $253,000.  Contributions 

from among 23 named and special purpose funds were:

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A new endowment fund has been established to benefit the Owen Sound Regional Hospital.  The Diana 
Sherry Fleming Endowment for Critical Care was established in December, 2010 to help fund new 
medical equipment and items for patient comfort for the Critical Care, Intensive Care and Stepdown 
Units at the hospital. 
 
A volunteer for more than 50 years, Mrs. Fleming lived a life of service for the Hospital and its  
patients.  She passed away on July 10th last year at the age of 82.   
 
“She remembered several charities in her Will with wonderful legacy gifts,” said Foundation Chair 
Mark Ostland.  “Her bequest to us will help this year with several key projects, but we also wanted to 
do something to honour and celebrate her contribution to the hospital in a more lasting way.”   
The Foundation Board directed $100,000 to be set aside as a permanent endowment named for Mrs. 
Fleming.  The annual income will support Critical Care - where she spent much of her volunteer time. 
 
Mrs. Fleming began volunteering at the Owen Sound General & Marine Hospital in 1951 at the age of 
23.  In the early 1970’s she served as Chairman of Volunteers - a liaison between hospital staff and 
Auxiliary.  She was also active in patient services.  After the move to the new hospital in the ’80s, her 
volunteer assignments included Gift Cart, Health Sciences Library, Day Surgery, Recovery Room, ER, 

and Patient Registration. 
 
She described her work in Critical Care as “support 
person to patients and their families”.  “I like having 
the time to talk to people and sit with them” she said in 
a 1988 interview with the Owen Sound Sun Times.  
She worked to ease pain and discomfort for patients 
and generally help to make the hospital a more  
comfortable place. 
 
GBHS President and CEO, Maureen Solecki presented 
Mrs. Fleming with her 50 year service award in 2001.  
She retired from volunteering at the hospital in 2002. 
 
GBHS Volunteer Resources Manager, Carol Smith 
thinks the endowment is a fitting tribute.  “She was 
always a friendly face and a kind word to patients and 
their families.  She made the hospital a little more per-
sonal.  Her endowment is a way we can celebrate and 
continue her work for years to come.” 
 
In addition to volunteering, Mrs. Fleming was a strong 
supporter of the Foundation.  She donated regularly in 
memory of loved ones and supported various annual 
campaigns for medical equipment.  She also gave  
generously to several capital campaigns including the 
one to equip the Grey Bruce Regional Health Centre 
originally and most recently, the MRI campaign.
